History, Naturally, A Featured Theme

celebration.

Y e Editor has drawn on previous histories of the
club and called on some of our long-standing members
to help relate some of this information.

Early Community Projects By The Club

Since its founding the Columbia Kiwanis Club has
stressed service and looked for opportunities to assist
those of our community in need. Many of these early
projects involved what the late Prof. James E. Smith,
Jr., called the "Green Space Around Columbia.”

The first project after the club started in 1922
involved the planting of treesand shrubs onthe campus
of thethen recently completed Boone County Hospital,
what is today the northwest side of the area. A "Tree
Planting Day" was held April 13, 1923. Each member
was responsible for planting at least one of the 68 elm
trees there. Many shrubs, too, were planted.

Unfortunately, yearslater Dutch elmdiseasetook many
of the trees and new parking areas and building
expansions took care of the other plantings.

The Ellis Fischel Cancer Hospital, the old airport
and Douglass School also received Kiwanis-planted
trees and shrubs. The club cooperated with the
Columbia Garden Clubto grow a"Therapy Garden" at
EllisFischel. Kiwanians provided the funds and some
of the bed preparations and a person to cultivate the
flowers. The ladies harvested the flowers and greens
and prepared bouquets for patients.

The club provided gardens for the unemployed
during the Great Depression of the Thirties and, later,
planted beautiful Bradford Pear trees along the front
circular drive at Oak Towers on North Garth.
Unfortunately, an ice storm afew yearslater destroyed
them.

A project that helps many Columbianstoday began
as the Club's proposal to the City to designate the 20
acres south of Russell Boulevard School as Kiwanis
Park to preservethe nativetrees. In 1961 and 1968 two
shelter houses were built by the Kiwanis clubs in the
city at a cost of $6,000. Money for this project came
mostly from the annual Kiwanis Pancake Day receipts

long-time Kiwanian and record ticket sales person for
Pancake Day for many years. The shelter to the east
was dedicated to T.J. Talbert and M. Foster Thurston,
long-time club members and community leaders.

Throughout the year Kiwanis Park isused by many
groups in the community and each fall the Columbia
Kiwanis Club holds a meeting there as a type of
re-dedication of this project.

A review of the club's 85 yearsreveals many other
varied projects, all designed to provide help in some
fashion to those in need within the community. Asthe
times have changed, so have these projects. In more
recent years the emphasis of our projects has shifted to
helping the young children in our community.

M eeting places, Plans

From the founding of the first Kiwanis service
organization in 1918 member clubs have traditionally
opened each meeting with the singing of "America’
followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a member's
prayer.

And from the beginning Kiwanians have practiced
the group's original object, to apply "The Golden Rule
to our modern everyday life as well as business life."
Each club around the world seeks "to be of aid in the
church, thecity government, or chamber of commerce."
Clubs, however, usualy avoid controversies,
recommending members make their own decisions.

Throughout its 85 years of community service the
Columbia Kiwanis Club has served in numerous ways.
Through its weekly programs thousands of speakers
have told of multiple concerns and issues—from the
political to the religious and from the serious to the
humorous.

In Columbia the initial Kiwanis group met at the
Daniel Boone Tavern on 7th and Broadway. Then for
a short time at the Chimney Corner. The Broadmore

Inn at 10th and Broadway and the Colonial Tea Room
followed as club venues. The Harris Café on South
Ninth, established in 1923, was the meeting place for a
time.

In more recent times Kiwanians have met at the
Tiger Hotel ball room, briefly at the Harvest Moon on
10th Street, and then at the Boone Tavern on Walnut.
Currently, the group meets at Stephens College.

The Tiger Hotel ball room no doubt holds the
record for attendance in numbers of membersand years
there. At that time there was only one Kiwanis group
in the city, with membership in excess of a hundred.

The Tiger’ s ball room, long the center for famous
gatherings, was an idea choice. Long tables were
pushed together for closer conversation. For many
months roast beef wasthe weekly meat. Old-timer Bill
Waxler explained: "When you go home after the
luncheon your wifewantsto know what you had so she
could prepare the supper without duplication. If we
always had roast beef this saved her meal planning
time."

Music has aways played a role in Kiwanis
gatherings. The ColumbiaClubwasfortunateinhaving
many University members. One, Herb Gould, fromthe
voice department, lead the group singing, with another
faculty member at the piano. Herb's voice was so
outstanding that many members preferred to let him
sing solo rather than "messit up" with other Kiwanians
participating.

Weekly gatheringstend to be joyful events, atime
to greet your friends, to meet newcomers and to hear
what's what in the world today. And with such
gatheringstherewasoften difficulty in getting everyone
to quiet down, so Dr. Bill Carpenter of the College of
Education, would pound on the table and yell "Quiet,"
and everyone knew better than to talk after that
forceful signal, probably also heard by walkers on
Eighth Street below.

Kiwanians have aways been a mixed group.
During the group's early years in Columbia the
presidency was alternated between the academics and
the business leaders, a practice no longer used.
Originally for men only, it was the first local service
club to admit women. Five women have served as
presidents in recent years.

Our 85™ anniversary is a great time to also
mention our latest project helping the children
of our community, a partnership with the Nora
Stewart Daycare Center.
